All quotes are subject to review by administration and the
yearbook staff. Failure to follow guidelines will result in the exclusion of your quote. If you
do not provide the yearbook staff with a quote, one will be chosen for you. Yearbook reserves
the right to edit, censor, or omit inappropriate quotes.

Guidelines: All quotes must be limited to the allotted 100 characters. Yes, spaces between
words count and need to be included. In order for your name and quote to fit nicely with
your picture, we have set 100 character spaces as the maximum.

e Put your quote in quotation marks. Somebody said it, so you should cite it properly. Your
English teachers will be proud of your efforts.

e NO acronyms, NO abbreviations, NO creative spelling

e NO profanity, slang, obscene, offensive, questionable, inappropriate content

e NO references to cigarettes, alcohol, drugs, sex, gangs, etc.

e NO language that denigrates another person's ethnicity, religious/ political beliefs,
sexuality, gender, physical or mental ability, etc.

e NO derogatory comments about the school, students, faculty, or staff members

e NO hidden messages: This includes TV/Movie episode time references and Scientific
Element codes.

HOW TO COMPLETE A Name “Tag”

OPTION 1 using Google Docs:

1. Using a computer with a touchpad, open Google Docs

2. Select “Insert” > “Drawing” > “+ New” (You will create your drawing/signature in this
window)

3. Select “Line” > “Scribble” (This will allow you to use the touchpad to create your name tag)

4. Select “Save and Close”

5. Label the Google Doc using student’s First and Last name.

6. Email to waiakeahighyearbook@gmail.com > Select “ALLOW EDITING” in case we need to
resize the image.

OPTION 2 using Traditional Drawing:
1. Create your name tag on a clean sheet of paper.
